Clackmannanshire Scouts Training Update – January 2011

First Aid Training
There are still places available on the First Response course being held in Alva on Saturday 19th February.  This is the minimum First Aid qualification that all Leaders in The Scout Association should hold.  The course costs £35 which you should be able to reclaim from your Group.  More information can be found on the booking form.  Please complete and return with payment as soon as possible.  

We are also considering offering a First Aid at Work Refresher Course during March, but so far only 4 people have expressed interest in this.  It would either be 4 evenings or 2 days (12 hours of training).  Please contact me if you are interested in this course, which is only for those who already hold the First Aid at Work qualification. 
Changes to Nights Away training
There have been some recent changes to the Nights Away modules on the Training Scheme which all adults in Scouting need to be aware of:

Module 16 (which is required for Section Leader/Assistant Leader/ ADC Section Wood Badges) is now called “Introduction to Residential Experiences” and can be completed in an evening.  Module 38 is a new module called “Skills for Residential Experiences” which is a much longer course, likely to be run over a weekend, including skills for fires, activities, catering and equipment and skills.  This is in recognition of the fact that many Leaders who are working towards their Wood Badge may require some knowledge about residential experiences, and may attend residential experiences for their role, but do not intend to lead a residential experience themselves.  You can still validate both Modules 16 and 38 by holding a valid Night’s Away permit.  I will be finding out who has a NA permit and ensuring that these modules are validated for you on your training record.
Some Districts offer Modules 16, 17(Activities Outdoors), 18 (Practical Skills) and 38 as a whole weekend package, so if you’d like to do this then keep an eye out for it.  If you would prefer to do Module 16 as an evening course I am adding it to the Training Programme and will be running it on June 7th here in Clacks.
Trustee and Office Bearer Workshops
There will be workshops delivered around Forth Region (venues to be decided based on demand) for Office Bearers and Trustees.  These include Group Committee members, Chairs, Secretarys, Treasurers etc. and District Exec trustees and office bearers.  The workshops will be funded by Scottish Scout HQ and will cover important areas such as: 

· Charity legislation – OSCR: how to apply and how to comply
· Roles and responsibilities of Trustees
· Finance - management and accountability
· AGM– annual report and statement of accounts
· Fundraising – Gift Aid; sources of funds
· The adult appointment (and review) process
· Introduction of the new PVG Scheme (adult vetting)
· Safety in Scouting
Please can GSLs pass this information on to the relevant people in your Group and let John Spruce know how many people in your Group would be likely to attend such a workshop.

There is also training in independent examination of charity accounts on offer in Scotland for free.  Anybody who prepares the accounts for scrutiny might be interested.  Follow this link to Scottish HQ webpage for more information. 
Terrain 2 Summer Hillwalking course

You are required to have a Terrain 2 Hillwalking permit if you intend taking Scouts or Explorer Scouts in the hills above 800m above sea level, involving scrambling or more than 3 hours walking time from a road (see POR for definitions of Terrain 0 and 1).  This course will cost £75 (non residential) for the weekend.  Limited places are available and the closing date for bookings is 4/5/11.
