The following are the first few training courses being offered in Forth Region:

All courses cost £5 per person (unless otherwise specified) which should be taken along to the course venue and handed to the organiser.  You will be given a receipt.  This can then be claimed back from your Group.

Module 7 – Valuing Diversity (for all appointments) – Tuesday 20th September – 7.30–9.30pm – Clackmannanshire
Module 5 & 6 – Fundamental Values of Scouting and Changes in Scouting (for all appointments) – Monday 26th September – 7.30-9.30pm – West Lothian

Module 8 – Skills of Leadership (for all appointments) – Wednesday 28th September – 7.30-9.30pm – Stirling

Module 12 – Providing a Balanced Programme (for Section Leaders and Sectional ADCs) – Thursday 6th October – 7.30-9.30 - Falkirk

Modules 5, 11 and 14 – Fundamental Values of Scouting, Administration (Sections) and Young People Today (for all Section Leaders and Section ADCs) – Saturday 15th October – 9.30am-1pm – Falkirk
Module 9 – Working with Adults (for all appointments) – Tuesday 25th October – 7.30-9.30pm – Clackmannanshire

Please let me know if you are planning to attend as early as possible so that I can pass your name and contact on to the organising ADC.  This way we can let you know details of how to get there, or if for any reason the training will not be going ahead, and ensure that we are prepared for the numbers who will turn up.

Practical Skills Weekend
The Practical Skills weekend being run by the Region from the 16th – 18th September has been cancelled due to low interest levels.  I may look in to offering a weekend training course in the Spring covering the modules on Practical Skills, Outdoor Activities and Nights Away.  Do let me know if you are interested so that I can make a decision on that.
First Response Course
I am aiming to offer another First Response course at some point this Autumn.  This is a one day course and covers basic First Aid.  Attending the course validates you for Module 10 of the Adult Training Scheme, is a requirement for Appointment renewal and is a valuable life skill, so please let me know if you would like to attend.
Safeguarding Training (Child Protection)
Having up to date Safeguarding training is also a requirement of Appointment review.  We aim to have some more trainers able to deliver the training in the Region after November.  In the meantime, anybody requiring the training should contact Loes McEwan who can get you set up on the “Keeping Children Safe” e-learning module from the NSPCC.
